Line your caddy with a compostable* bag. Compostable bags will 
completely decompose along with the organic material you have 
collected in your caddy, they do not contain any plastic and will not 
contaiminate the contents of your FOGO bin.

All of the material that you place into your green-lid FOGO bin 
will be collected and sent to our composting partner – Peats Soil 
& Garden Supplies. The soil improvement products they make 
will be used on gardens, market gardens, vineyards and farms 
around South Australia. This is why it is very important that only
